Tri-County Opportunities Council 

(TCOC) has been awarded funding 

from the Illinois Housing Development 

Authority (IHDA) to help make to home 

modifications needed due to age or 

disability for approximately eight lower 

income families in Carroll, Ogle, White-

side, Lee, Bureau, LaSalle, Stark, Put-

nam, and Marshall Counties.  HOME 

funds are available on a first-come, 

first-served basis to qualified appli-

cants. 

The Home Modification Program can 

provide up to $13,500 in the rehabilita-

tion of the home in order to make prop-

erty accessible and address health 

and safety issues

Basic Program Requirements 

Income Eligibility is based on a 12 

month annual gross household in-

come from all sources and must be 

less than or equal to 50% of the area 

median income. 

Applicants must be elderly or dis-

abled 

Owner occupied or rental property is 

eligible with Landlords signed con-

sent and agreement to continue rent-

ing to income eligible elderly or dis-

abled tenants for at least 5 years. 

The rehabilitation assistance is avail-

able in the form of a no payment for-

givable loan, and the owner must re-

remain the owner of the home for five 

years in order to fully receive the no 

payment loan.
